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The opening of the seven seals by the Lamb covers the entire seven years of the Tribulation Period

Beginning of Tribulation Period

o Tribulation begins with the opening of the first four seals right after each other: Revelation 6:1-

8

o Tribulation begins with releasing of the Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse; the first horseman
(the false prince of peace — the Antichrist) is sent out to conquer the entire world: Revelation
6:2

o Tribulation begins with the sealing of the 144,000 Jews and they begin evangelizing the world:
Revelation 7:1-8

Midpoint of the Tribulation Period
(Beginning of the Great Tribulation Period) at 3.5 years

e The opening of the Sixth Seal with a major earthquake: Revelation 6:12-17

e The Antichrist, the First Horseman, violates his treaty with Israel and blasphemes the Temple:
Daniel 9:27

o Rebellion and Assassination of the First Horseman, the Antichrist by three of the ten kings that
he set up: Daniel 7

e The Antichrist is resurrected by Satan and becomes the Beast: Revelation 13:1-10

e Satan attempted to kill the 144,000 Jews, however they are provide protection for the remainder
of the Tribulation Period: Revelation 12:1-2, 5-6, 14-17

¢ With the opening of the Seventh Seal, the sounding of the first Four Trumpets occur:
Revelation 8:1-13

¢ The destroyed Babylon is revived as Capital city of the Beast filled with demons: Revelation
18:2

o The First Woe: The sounding of the Fifth Trumpet (Army of demonic locust from the
bottomless pit to torture all those who have not received the seal of God): Revelation
9:1-12
o The Second Woe: The sounding of the Sixth Trumpet (A large demonic army is
released from under the Euphrates River at Babylon to slay a third of mankind):
Revelation 9:13-21
o The rise of the False Prophet of the Beast; he raises a idol of the beast and requires a marking
for all believers of resurrected beast: Revelation13:11-18
o The Beast Kills the Two witnesses; then their resurrection and ascension to Heaven: Revelation
13:7-14
e The witness of the three angels to the World: Revelation 14:6-11

In the early portion of the first year of the Tribulation Period
o After the conquest of the world by the Antichrist, he build his capital city at Babylon
e The Antichrist signs a peace treaty with Israel whereby Israel rebuilds the temple: Daniel 9:27
o After the rebuilding of the Temple , the Apostle John is told the measure it: Revelation 11:1-2
e The two witnesses begin preaching at the Temple for 3.5 years: Revelation 11:3-6

Middle of the Last Year of the Tribulation Period
e The Third Woe: The sounding of the Seventh Trumpet causing the first Five Bowls of God’s
wrath to be poured out: Revelation 11:15-19; 15:1-8; 16:1-11

Just Prior to the Midpoint of the Tribulation Period
¢ The opening of the Fifth Seal whereby the martyrs of the first half of the Tribulation request
judgment: Revelation 6:9-11
e Satan makes war in Heaven; he is defeated and cast to the earth: Revelation 12:3-4, 7-13
¢ Judgment of the world capital city of the Antichrist, Babylon: Revelation 17:1-18; 18:1-20

The End of the Tribulation Period

o The Sixth Bowl poured out: The army of the Beast, Antichrist, leave from Babylon with the
River Euphrates being dried up to attack Jerusalem: Revelation 16:12-16

¢ The Victorious Coming of the Messiah: Revelation 19:11-16

e Calling Out of the Bird to eat the flesh of the Antichrist’s Army: Revelation 19:17-18

¢ The battle of the Messiah against the Antichrist beginning at Mount of Olives, progressing
through the Kidron Valley into Jerusalem and finalizing at the Valley of Megiddo
(Armegeddon): Revelation 19:19-21

e The Final Destruction by God on the Babylon, the Capital City of the Antichrist: Revelation
18:21-24

¢ Rejoicing in Heaven over the Destruction of Babylon: Revelation 19:1-4

e The Seventh Bowl of Wrath Poured Out: The Leveling of the Earth with a Mighty Earthquake;
the Third Woe Ends: Revelation 16:17-21
